Township 9/24 (GM). An American Robin roost in Ross Town-
ship that has been active for several years continued with hundreds 
of birds present 9/15 (MK). A Brown Thrasher was at Sewickley 
Heights Park 9/29 (MV, BS).

Warbler observations were much better compared to those in 
the spring. A second-generation male "Brewster’s" Warbler was 
a good find at Harrison Hills Park 8/25 (PH), and a male “Law-
rence’s” Warbler was a great find at Beechwood Farms 9/19 
(BSh). Single Orange-crowned Warblers were noted at Beech-
wood Farms 9/22 (DN), and Harrison Hills Park 9/24 (PH). North-
ern Parula is uncommon in fall, but single birds were reported at 
East Liberty 9/11 (DY), Beechwood Farms 9/20 (MF), Boyce Park 
9/21 (AH, PM), Salamander Park in Fox Chapel 9/21 (ST, SuT), 
and Harrison Hills Park 9/24 (PH) and 9/27 (SG, MF). Three Yel-
low Warblers at Imperial 8/2 were the last reported (MF). Cape 
May Warbler reports were good for this uncommon migrant, 
with 2 at Harrison Hills Park (PH) and nearby Natrona Heights 
(PH, DH) 9/24, and 2 at Sewickley Heights Park 9/27 (GM). Two 
Yellow-throated Warbler reports provided uncommon fall re-
cords. One joined a flock of sparrows feeding on a road in Findlay 
Township 9/18 (MV), and one was at Beechwood Farms 9/22 
(BSh, BO). Pine Warblers were found in Pine Township 9/8 (PL, 
SL), and Boyce Park 9/28 (AH, PM). At least 30 Palm Warblers 
were tallied at the Imperial grasslands 9/28 (GM). This location 
has produced the highest counts in recent years for a species that 
is not widely reported in the county. An uncommon fall migrant, 
Cerulean Warblers were found at Walker Park in Sewickley 8/20 
(BS) and Beechwood Farms 9/22 (BSh, BO). The Sewickley bird 
could have been a local breeder because there is a good population 
in that area. A Kentucky Warbler at Beechwood Farms 9/21 (ST, 
SuT) and 9/22 (BSh, BO) provided another record of an uncom-
mon fall migrant. There were two Mourning Warbler reports: one 
at East Liberty 8/29 (DY) and one at Harrison Hills Park 9/7 (PH). 
Wilson’s Warblers were reported at Harrison Hills Park 8/25 and 
9/7 (PH), and East Liberty 8/29 (DY). Canada Warblers were 
found at Harrison Hills Park 8/25 (PH) and 9/1 (MF) and Beech-
wood Farms 9/22 (BSh, BO). A Connecticut Warbler was spotted 
briefly at Sewickley Heights Park 9/26 (BVN) and was still there 
9/28 (DW).

Following a spring of “overshoots” north of the usual range 
reported throughout western Pennsylvania, a second-year male 
Summer Tanager was found during an evening jog in Moon 
Township Park 8/18 (GM). Perhaps this bird summered somewhere 
in the northern part of the state (or even farther north) and was on a 
return trip south.

Five Lincoln’s Sparrows and a Henslow’s Sparrow were 
present at Imperial 9/28 (GM). A Bobolink stopped briefly at 
Imperial 8/23 (MF). A group of five female Orchard Orioles were 
observed interacting with one another at Imperial 8/2. Further 
observation led to the discovery of a nest with young. One of the 
females made repeated trips to the nest feeding the young and 
removing fecal sacs (MF).

A Fine Warbler Season
